NOTE: There is ample space for casual players to practice throwing, catching and even organizing small-sided games on the sidelines if registration for tournament is full or they would rather play less competitively.

C. VENUE

Venue is the Pusat Kecemerlangan Sukan (aka Westlands School) on Jalan Padang Victoria. This is on the same street as Chinese Recreation Club (CRC). This complex is home to the Penang Dept of Education – Physical Education Division – and we are thankful for their support in the use of the facility.
D. REGISTRATION

Registration will be online (Link will be on www.ultimatemalaysia.com)  and will reserve a spot for you in the event. We are shooting for 80 – 96 participants, that is eight teams. Those who register will receive a reminder email the week prior to the event asking them to reconfirm their participation. Please arrive at the field on Dec 17th between 8 and 8:30am to complete your registration with the payment of Rm 20. 
E. COST

Cost is Rm 20 and is inclusive of souvenir MyDisc, Nasi Ayam lunch and other forms of event support including prizes for the winning team.

F. FORMAT

1. SKILLS CLINIC 
Do you want to learn how to throw a better backhand, forehand or even “hammer?” Are you bit rusty in the rules of the game?  Experienced NUT (Northern Ultimate Tribes) players will be taking the lead in providing introduction and instruction in Ultimate. While some players participating may have knowledge and skill already, the clinic is not only an opportunity to learn for personal benefit, but also learn from those giving instruction so that they can better pass on skills and “Ultimate culture” to friends back on campus. The clinic will consist of information, skills, drills and more. It will take some work, but be a lot of fun as well. Those who do not want to formally join the clinic may play on the sidelines or warm up for the tournament.
2. TOURNAMENT 
While the north has some Ultimate players in the north are just learning to play others are already competition level. Yet as long as you are familiar with the basic rules of play and have at least a bit of experience playing , you are welcome to join us! Competition breeds enthusiasm…and we are hoping to see more enthusiasm for Ultimate in Perak, Penang, Kedah and Perlis! Jangan malu…Come join us!
Eight teams of 10 – 12 players will be divided into two groups. Each team is guaranteed four matches. The top two teams of each group will cross in a semi-final round prior to a fifth game in which they play for 1st to 4th places.

1. Eligibility of Players

1.1 This tournament is open to anyone and everyone but will prioritize players from the north. Registration is Rm 20 and must be paid the morning of the event.
1.2 Players may not play on more than one team
1.3 The tournament director reserves the right to determine eligibility.

2. Unity 

2.1 Ultimate champions “The Spirit of the Game (SOTG)” which values the person over victory. To encourage this value, each team will be awarding SPIRIT OF THE GAME (SOTG) points to their opponents through the course of the day.
2.2 The team with the most SOTG points will be recognized appropriately.
3. Teams 
3.1 Teams will be selected based on a combination of self-assessment and discretion of organizers
3.2 We are planning for eight teams, with a projected 8-12 players per team.
3.3 Replacements for players who drop out of tournament will be assigned teams by event organizer.

4. Format
4.1 Teams will be divided into two groups of four teams
4.2 Teams will field 6-7 players, depending on size of teams – to be determined on the day of the event.
4.3 Each team will play three matches in the round robin stage
4.4 Each round will be 30 minutes in duration, inclusive of two 12 minute halves.

4.5 Third place teams will play their opposing group counterpart for 5th and 6th Placing

4.6 Fouth place teams will play their opposing group counterpart for 7th and 8th Placing 

4.7 First and Second place teams from each group will cross in a semi-final round
4.8 Winners of semi-final round will advance to Championship round while losers of semi-final round will advance to 3rd and 4th placing match.

6. Registration and Fees
6.1 PLEASE NOTE: REGISTRATION is first come, first served.

6.4 Teams MAY sign up on the day of the event (Sat, 20 Dec) but do risk not getting a place
7. System of Play

7.1 The tournament will be conducted using a round robin format of competition.

7.2 Matches will last about 20 minutes each (10 min halves with three min break)
7.3 Actual match schedule will be determined by draw on the day of the event.
7.4 Each team will be guaranteed at least three matches

7.5 Further details will be provided on the day of the event.
8. Attire

8.1 Participants are advised to wear proper sports attire such as jersey, shorts/track suits and playing shoes (“kaki ayam” could lead to injury). Please do not dress immodestly. Sport bras and bikini shorts are out of place in the multi-cultural context in which we live.
8.2 Each team should bring two choices of playing attire: white and coloured.
9. Rules of the Tournament

9.1 The Worldwide Flying Disc Federation rules of play will govern the tournament. Please go to www.wfdf.org  for more info/ free download.

9.2 For many who are only familiar with “Ten Simple Rules,” the morning clinic will help clarify and expand your understanding of “real Ultimate!”

10. Spirit of the Game: Mutual Respect and Self-Refereeing

Ultimate is unlike any other sport. With more than 200,000 players worldwide and competition held every four years under the IOC World Games, it is indeed truly a competitive sport. Yet there is a unique commitment among its players to the values expressed by what is referred to as the “Spirit of the Game”:

Ultimate stresses sportsmanship and fair play. Competitive play is encouraged, but never at the expense of respect between the players, adherence to the rules and the basic joy of play.”

The assumption that each Ultimate player makes is that another player would never intentionally foul his/her opponent. This provides a basis for self-refereeing. When foul is called, it is generally not contested out of respect for the other player and respect for the sport. Play resumes at the point where the foul was called. If, however, the foul is contested, the play returns to the point at which the play was initiated. CAPTAINS SHOULD TAKE RESPONSIBILITY FOR THEIR TEAM MEMBERS REFLECTING THE SPIRIT OF THE GAME (SOTG).

11. Prizes

11.1 Each player will receive a custom MyDiscTM on the day of the event.
11.2 The players of the winning team will receive medals.

11.3 The joy of play is the ULTIMATE reward!
12. Additional Notes

12.1 Please come prepared for a long, hot, dry (FUN) day! Don’t forget to bring…

· Sunscreen

· Water (a limited supply of water will be provided)
12.2 The organizers will not be responsible for any injuries sustained during the course of the tournament. Every player will be required to sign a release of liability prior to play.

12.3 The organizers are not responsible for any loss of personel belongings during the event.

12.4 All decisions of the organizers shall be deemed as final and may not be disputed. In an effort to ever improve the development of Ultimate locally, comments or suggestions are welcomed and should be directed to the event coordinator.
